Shelter  addresses humanityôs need to seek physical and psychological shelter in a modern 
world. Referencing African nail feti shes, Shelter  is a room -sized, empty steel cage 

juxtaposed with its twin , pierced with 1.2 million  small, silver nails. Shelter  appears 
menacing, but like the gothic church or rib cage it resembles, the work is intended as a 

powerful, protective space that  visitors may physically enter. More than 300 people 
participated in making the work , which took six years and 10,000 hours to complete .
